Who is Green Earth Farm?
We are a family owned, family operated, small 10-acre farm located in Richmond, Illinois.
Our mission is to provide healthy organic food to local families while maintaining reasonable prices.

What is a CSA?
Community Supported Agriculture is a local farm who grows produce specifically for the community
to sharein.
The farmers and the consumers share the risks and benefits of food production.
Purchasing directly from the farm cuts out the middleman.
This gives the community the freshest produce available. Anywhere.

So how does this work?
The growing season is approximately 16-20 weeks (from June to late October).
Each week you will receive a box of whatever has been harvested that day.
One box should feed a family of four. If you need more than that, you can buy a share and a half.
In case you aren't able to pick up your share any particular week, you can give it to a friend or a
neighbor, or we will donate it to a local food pantry.

What are Heirloom Seeds and why do we use them?
All of Green Earth Farm’s 100 varieties of seeds are non-hybrid, non-treated, non-patented and
non-GMO!
